
Summer Classes for Children and Teens!
CLASSES IN WHITE PLAINS: June 29th – July 30th
Classes for children are designed to meet their special needs: small 
groups for individualized instruction, experienced teachers, and a 
friendly creative environment. The program offers a broad range of 
classes for students 6-15 years of age. All classes are held in fully 
equipped studios. The Art Workshop maintains very modest fees, includ-
ing materials and supplies, so all can attend. For their safety and security, 
children may not leave the building or school unescorted by an adult.

Classes meet for two hours once a week, Monday through Thursday.

Registration:  Begins on April 1st.
Tuition:  $85 + $15 materials fee ($30 materials fee for B&W Photo)
Refunds:  100% if requested before June 29th and 50% during the first week of classes, June 29th to July 2nd.

Class Descriptions:
CERAMICS: Children will learn to think visually and develop creativity 
through the use of clay. Fundamental lessons in technique and tool utilization 
will increase as students are exposed to the visual language of shape, line, form, 
and texture. 

ANIMATION: This class will focus on preparing students to create their own 
animations through intensive drawing and studying how to articulate 
movement. Students will be exposed to contemporary and traditional animation 
techniques and will be encouraged to develop a drawing language that is both 
personal and sophisticated.

PAINTING AND DRAWING: An introduction to the variety of materials, 
tools, and techniques of two-dimensional art. Class exercises will explore color, 
composition, still-life, landscape, and portraiture. Advanced students who have 
fundamental experience in painting and drawing will be taught to refine their 
skills through a series of exercises emphasizing realism and craftmanship.

JEWELRY: The creative aspects of the art of metalworking will be empha-
sized in this introductory course. Students will design and construct necklaces, 
bracelets, pins, and other objects in a fully equipped jewelry studio.

MIXED MEDIA: A variety of experiences in different media in which the 
young child explores the visual arts through the use of different materials, 
making two and three-dimensional projects.

B&W PHOTOGRAPHY: Students will discover the excitement of learning 
basic camera use and darkroom techniques. They will be taught to expose 
properly, process negatives, and print their own black and white photographs. 
Students need to supply their own 35mm camera (with manual options if 
possible) and film.

SCULPTURE: This class will cover the fundamentals of sculpture through a 
variety of media such as clay, found objects, wire, and wood. Students will 
explore both subtractive and additive methods, learning different approaches, 
techniques and ways to combine materials. Emphasis on design principles and 
3-D form will be incorporated into each project.

DIGITAL PHOTO: This introductory photography course will cover the 
basics of digital photography and composition. Students will learn to compose 
exciting photos as well as manipulate them in the computer using the software 
Adobe Photoshop. This class is for all levels. Students must supply their own 
digital camera.
