Intensive English Program

5 days, Mon-Fri. This 15-hour per week course allows motivated learners of English to advance rapidly, starting at any level from

beginner to advanced. The Intensive English Program meets the needs of serious learners, such as preparation for university study or to in-
crease career possibilities. All students take three classes: Intensive Grammar & Reading 2 days per week (M/Th), Intensive

Listening, Speaking & Pronunciation 2 days per week (T/F), and Intensive Writing 1 day per week (W). Accent on Fluency, open to all IEP
students, supplements the Intensive English Program with an additional 5 hours per week of instruction and practice in one or more particular
skill or content areas. Students who have F-1 visa/ status (have an I-20 form) meet the full-time study requirement by also enrolling in Accent
on Fluency.
